ploratory talks are underway.

PSRMA is currently seecking rail snd ties., HMembers are also scarching for land -
long term lease or purchase. The Museum aims to acquire a right-of-way, one-half-
mile to a2 mile long,as well as operating and headquarters spzc:. Today, the Hfusewn
would settle on a femporary storage and restoration property within the metrepolitan
area,
